Course Description:

This class allows you to practice language arts skills specifically through the use of reading, writing, speaking, listening, presenting, and viewing. In addition, this class is also meant to help you develop the four C’s - communication, collaboration, creativity, and critical thinking.
Textbook: Glencoe Literature, The Reader’s Choice: British Literature (Classroom Set)

Other Major Texts: A Man Called Ove, Shakespeare play(s), Unbroken, and other texts if time permits.
Media: Sometimes we will watch clips/movies that correspond to the texts we are reading. This will only be done if it aids with the understanding of the text we are studying. I have provided the media we may watch and the rating.
· A Man Called Ove (PG-13)

· Shakespearean play

· Unbroken (PG-13)

Materials Needed:

· A three ring binder with pockets

· College ruled notebook or loose notebook paper to be put in your binder

· A blue or black pen, a highlighter, and a sharpened pencil
· 3x5 cards and sticky notes
· Gmail Account (Google Drive)

Classroom Expectations:
· Be Respectful: Show respect for yourself, your classmates, your teacher, and any property. Name-calling, belittling, defiance, or any other disrespectful behavior will not be tolerated.
· Be Prepared: You must come to class with the appropriate materials needed for the day. 
· Be Prompt: If you are late, you must sign the tardy log by the door. You are considered tardy if you are not in the classroom when the bell rings. If you leave without permission or are 20+ minutes late you will be considered absent. We will have self-starters on the board every day. These are daily points and cannot be made up if missed!
· Be Honest: Cheating, of any kind, will not be tolerated. Consequences could include loss of points, and a grade deduction. Plagiarism, the copying of another’s work and attempting to pass it off as your own, is cheating. Allowing someone to copy your work will result in a loss of points for both parties.  To prevent plagiarism, we will learn about proper citation in class. All papers and projects must use MLA formatting.
· Be Actively Engaged: All students should be active participants in the learning going on in the classroom. In order to do this effectively, you should try not to leave the classroom once class has started and should not use your electronic devices unless instructed otherwise.  If your device becomes a distraction to you or others, it may be confiscated until the end of class.
Grading:

Students earn their grades based on the criteria of each assignment and by following the class policies and procedures. Students should do their best on every self-starter, assignment, test, and paper, regardless of its point value. Homework assignments, in-class activities, note taking, and quizzes help the students attain, assemble, and organize the skills and information they will use for major assignments such as term papers, presentations, and group projects.

“Reyes” Point System (Class Dojo):

We will be using a point system in our classroom this year. Each term you will be able to earn or lose “Reyes Points” for certain behaviors. You will also be able to spend “Reyes Points” for certain privileges. Every class period each student can earn 1 point.  The point breakdown is as follows: 
Earn:
· 2 Reyes Points . . . . . . . . . . . . at the beginning of each term
· 1 Reyes Point . . . . . . . . . . . . . . being on time to class

· Extra Credit . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . at the discretion of Mrs. Reyes

Spend:

· -2 Reyes Points . . . . . . . . . . . . . leaving the classroom (ex: bathroom)

· -2 Reyes Points . . . . . . . . . . . . . . printing

· -1 Reyes Point . . . . . . . . . . . . . . off task 
· -4 Reyes Points . . . . . . . . . . . . . . turning in late work
*At the end of each term the amount of points that are not used can be used as extra credit.  (1 Reyes pt = 1/2 pt ex. credit) *If your Reyes Points account goes into the negatives for some reason, those points will be deducted from your overall grade.
Homework/Reading: Students will have homework/reading almost every night. Students should plan on studying for approximately 30-60 minutes a day, depending on the assignment. Sometimes this may be reading a text that is essential for classroom discussion for the next class period. If possible, written assignments should be completed on the computer. Major written assignments MUST to be typed. Students may use a computer here at the school, located in the Media Center; some class time may be scheduled with the Mobile Writing Lab (which is brought into our classroom) for major writing assignments. However, most papers will need to be completed by the student at home. 

Late Work/Absent Work Policy: Assignments are due when called for. Any work turned in after this point will be considered late. Late work will be accepted, but only following the appropriate procedure and will be graded as time permits. If you want to turn in a late assignment you will have to staple a “Reyes Check” on to it and fill it out appropriately. By spending your “Reyes Points” to turn in late work there will be no late work deduction to the assignment. No late work will be accepted until you have earned enough points and fill out a “Reyes Check” correctly.
However, major assignments WILL NOT be accepted late. This means that you need to make arrangements to turn them in beforehand if you know you will be gone. (Major assignments examples: peer reviews, final papers, group assignments, etc).  If for some reason I have to accept major assignments late you will have to spend “Reyes Points” to do so.
If you miss class, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed. If possible, make arrangements to do the work before being absent. I will try my best to give unit schedules with the assignments we will do in class, in addition to having a crate where you can find what you missed. If you are absent you will have to turn in your assignments into the “Absent Work” basket. You will have to fill out an absent form letting me know when you were gone. You have one week from the day you are absent to turn in your assignment for full credit. After that it will be considered late work. 

Peer Review/Final Papers: Peer reviews and final papers constitute a significant amount of your grade each term. I will typically give the date peer review and final papers are due so you will know dates ahead of time. As a result, if you know you will be absent for either one of those days, it is your responsibility to make it up ahead of time to not lose any points. 
Test/Quiz Make-Up: If you are going to be absent on test/quiz day, you must make contact with me before test/quiz time. Come talk to me, or the easiest way to contact me is through e-mail. Test/quiz make up must be completed within one week of the time when the test/quiz is given before or after school otherwise you will not be able to make it up.
Midterm Deadline:  In this class you will have a midterm deadline every term.  What this means is that half way through the term you will have an opportunity to turn in any late work you need to turn in up to that point. After the midterm deadline you will not be able to turn in any past assignments from the first half of the term. This helps you turn in missing assignments when they are still relevant therefore helping you learn the material you need for the second half of the term.
