Course Description:

This class is designed to allow you to develop leadership, academic, and mentoring skills by providing you with the opportunity to tutor elementary school students and participate in daily activities in class. Students enrolled in this class will develop in the following areas:
1. College Readiness (Reading, Writing, Speaking, and Listening)
2. Leadership

3. Culture

4. Service

Materials Needed:

· College ruled notebook 

· A writing utensil

· A folder

· Latinos in Action shirt (about $20.00)
Classroom Expectations:

· Be Respectful: Show respect for yourself, your classmates, your teacher, and any property. Name-calling, belittling, defiance, or any other disrespectful behavior will not be tolerated. Please remember that it truly is a privilege to be enrolled in Latinos in Action. You are representing Latinos, our school, and me so I have high expectations of students in this class and therefore will not tolerate any disrespectful behavior.
· Be Prepared: You must come to class with the appropriate materials needed for the day. 
· Be Prompt: If you are late, you must sign the tardy log by the door. You are considered tardy if you are not in the classroom when the bell rings. If you leave without permission or are 20+ minutes late you will be considered absent. We will have self-starters on the board every day. These are daily points and cannot be made up if missed!
· Be Honest: Cheating, of any kind, will not be tolerated. Consequences could include loss of points, and a grade deduction. Plagiarism, the copying of another’s work and attempting to pass it off as your own, is cheating. Allowing someone to copy your work will result in a loss of points for both parties.  To prevent plagiarism, we will learn about proper citation in class. All papers and projects must use MLA formatting.
· Be Actively Engaged: All students should be active participants in the learning going on in the classroom. In order to do this effectively, you should try not to leave the classroom once class has started and should not use your electronic devices unless instructed otherwise. If your device becomes a distraction to you or others, it may be confiscated until the end of class. Seriously though, be involved in the activities we do in class and outside of class – it will make this year memorable! (Follow our class on insta @afhslia for updates)
Grading:

Students must maintain a minimum of 2.5 GPA for all four terms and cannot have any failing grades in order to be in the class. If a student is unable to maintain these requirements, the student will be dropped from the LIA class.
Grades will be based on class participation, performances, service projects, in-class assignments, and other homework. When we begin tutoring you will also get daily points for tutoring and wearing your shirt. If you miss a tutoring day you can make up the points by doing one of the assignments on the “Makeup Tutoring” sheet (see attached). 
The letter grade scale is listed below:

“Reyes” Point System (Class Dojo):

We will be using a point system in our classroom this year. Each term you will be able to earn or lose “Reyes Points” for certain behaviors. You will also be able to spend “Reyes Points” for certain privileges. Every class period each student can earn 1 point.  The point breakdown is as follows: 

Earn:

· 2 Reyes Points . . . . . . . . . . . . at the beginning of the term

· 1 Reyes Point . . . . . . . . . . . . . . being on time to class

· Extra Credit . . . . . . . . . . . . . . at the discretion of Mrs. Reyes

Spend:

· -2 Reyes Points . . . . . . . . . . . . . leaving the classroom (ex: bathroom)

· -2 Reyes Points . . . . . . . . . . . . . . printing

· -1 Reyes Point . . . . . . . . . . . . . . off task 

· -4 Reyes Points . . . . . . . . . . . . . . turning in late work

*At the end of the term the amount of points that are not used can be used as extra credit.  (1 Reyes pt = 1/2 pt ex. credit) *If your Reyes Points account goes into the negatives for some reason, those points will be deducted from your overall grade.

Homework and Late Work: 

Students will occasionally have homework assignments. Assignments are due when called for. Any work turned in after this point will be considered late. Late work will be accepted, but only following the appropriate procedure. If you want to turn in a late assignment you will have to staple a “Reyes Check” on to it and fill it out appropriately. By spending your “Reyes Points” to turn in late work there will be no late work deduction to the assignment. No late work will be accepted until you have earned enough points and fill out a “Reyes Check” correctly.

However, major assignments WILL NOT be accepted late. This means that you need to make arrangements to turn them in beforehand if you know you will be gone. (Major assignments examples: final papers, group assignments, etc).  If for some reason I have to accept major assignments late you will have to spend “Reyes Points” to do so.

If you miss class, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed. If possible, make arrangements to do the work before being absent. I will have a crate where you can find what you missed. If you are absent you will have to turn in your assignments into the “Absent Work” basket. You will have to fill out an absent form letting me know when you were gone. You have one week from the day you are absent to turn in your assignment for full credit. After that it will be considered late work. 
Test/Quiz Make-Up:
If you are going to be absent on test/quiz day, you must make contact with me before test/quiz time. Come talk to me or the easiest way to contact me is through e-mail. Test/quiz make up must be completed within one week of the time when the test is given before or after school otherwise you will not be able to make it up.
Midterm Deadline:  In this class you will have a midterm deadline every term.  What this means is that half way through the term you will have an opportunity to turn in any late work you need to turn in up to that point. After the midterm deadline you will not be able to turn in any past assignments from the first half of the term. This helps you turn in missing assignments when they are still relevant therefore helping you learn the material you need for the second half of the term.

FLEX Time: This is your second period of the day all year long. As such, you will be in this room during FLEX time unless you are requested to go elsewhere Tuesday-Friday. FLEX time is a designated time to either do homework or extend learning in areas you may need it. If you are in my room during FLEX time here are the rules in order to make it an effective time not only for you but for others in the room:

· Stay in your assigned seat (unless instructed otherwise).

· You must be working on homework or reading QUIETLY. There really shouldn’t be any talking unless you are collaborating on schoolwork in which case a 12 in. whisper is acceptable.

· No leaving the room during FLEX (unless it’s an absolute emergency).

If you break any of the rules above you will lose Reyes points and other arrangements may be made for you during FLEX time if necessary.
Attendance: 

Attendance is crucial for your success in this course, especially once we begin tutoring. A significant amount of your daily points will be tied to tutoring. 

Other than that, my classroom attendance policy corresponds to the school attendance policy outlined below. 
ONE TRUANCY = GRADE OF NC (NO CREDIT UNLESS MADE UP)
FOUR EXCUSED ABSENCES IN ANY CLASS = GRADE OF NC (NO CREDIT UNLESS MADE UP)

ONE UNEXCUSED ABSENCE IN ANY CLASS = GRADE OF NC (NO CREDIT UNLESS MADE UP)
FOUR TARDIES IN ANY CLASS = GRADE OF NC (NO CREDIT UNLESS MADE UP)

MAKEUP TUTORING SHEET

If you need to make up points for tutoring choose 1 of the following options . . .

1. One page report in MLA format about someone making a difference in our community today. Your report must have all of the following:

a. Biography of who they are.
b. What they are doing for the community that is making a difference?
c. What did you learn about them that you would like to apply to Latinos in Action or to yourself?
2. Go to a school function to show support. You must bring me some proof you attended and a ½ page write up of your experience.

a. Examples: A school play, a club activity, a sport event, etc. (bring me a ticket stub, picture, signed note, etc.)
3. Provide a volunteer service outside of school. You must bring me some proof and a ½ page write up of your experience.
4. Help another club in some way. You must bring me some proof and a ½ page write up of your experience. 
5. Come on Tuesday/Wednesday after school and help tutor a buddy or do homework in Mrs. Reyes’s classroom! (30 minutes at least). ***Make sure to talk to Mrs. Reyes before you stay!***
